Here is what you need to know: 

• The event is on Friday, 11/20, from 3:30- 5pm and Saturday, 11/21, from 9am-1pm in the 
school cafeteria. Come and enjoy hot cider and a homemade baked item, as well as our 
special Velasquez coffee. 

• The event is free and open to all of our school community and friends.  
• We are accepting all types of baked goods, homemade canned products, and craft items. Feel 

free to bring just one or two of an item – it is not necessary to produce a huge inventory of 
items for sale. 

• Donation drop off:  
Craft items - starting on Monday, 11/16 can be brought to the front office put in a specially 
marked box. 
Baked goodies/canned items - starting on Friday, 11/20 to front office and Saturday, 
11/21, drop-off bring directly to sale. 

• We will need volunteers to help with setup, sales during the event, and clean-up.  Please e-
mail Heidi Zimmermann, hzimmermann22@yahoo.com, if you can help. 

• Your donation may qualify for a tax deduction. Upon request you will be provided a donation 
form.  

• All of the proceeds will go to the TCGIS PTO.

Special Instructions for donors: 

1. When donating please fill out either a craft donor information slip or a Bake donation slip 
and attach to your donation(s).  These slips will be near or next to the designated drop-off 
box. 

2. Craft donors, please indicate on donation slip if your would like unsold items Returned or 
Donated to Maskenball Silent Auction. 

3. Return Craft items can be picked up at the end of sale or at school on Monday, 11/23 in the 
office. 

4. Unsold baked items will be donated to a Nursing Home in the neighborhood or can be pick 
up at the end of the sale on 11/21 

5. Craft donors are welcome to leave business card as well to promote new business or 
answer questions from buyers. 

6. Craft items should be priced by the donor. Please remember to strike a balance of price to 
the value of time and item.  We are not looking to sell items over $75, as I�m not sure that 
this level of sale would be the best fit for those kinds of special pieces. 

7. Baked and canned donations DO NOT NEED TO BE PRICED.  We have set up a 
suggested price range, but you can feel free to add a suggested price if needed. 

8. Baked items should include an ingredient list, esp. if they contain nuts, milk or eggs. 
9. Packaging:   

• Baked goods: Can be packaged in a sellable container or in Cling Wrap, etc. 
• Craft items: We will supply tissue paper to wrap item or bags, but if you have other 

needs for your craft please supply it with your donation(s).
